Do Not scope the State Historic Preservation Office. Their role is to concur on

determinations made by the lead federal agency or their designee (WYDOT).

Send a letter seeking cultural comments. Including the following information:
a. Project Description, emphasizing ground disturbances

b. Project location and boundaries, using the PLSS down to quarter-

quarter.
C. Map showing location and boundaries of project.

d. Identify any federal land managing agencies within the project area

(e.g. BLM, US Forest Service, etc)
Follow subsequent guidance provided by WYDOT Environmental Services.
