certificate (NOT a hospital 
certificate of live birth)

■	 Valid U.S. passport

■	 Consular report of birth 
abroad

■	 Certificate of citizenship
■	 Certificate of naturalization

Any one of these documents is acceptable to 
verify identity of non-citizens:
n	Valid passport with a U.S. 

visa and documentation 
of most recent 
admittance 
to the U.S.

n	 Permanent resident card
n	 Employment 

authorization document

Any one of these is acceptable to verify 
Social Security number:
n	 Social Security card
n	 W-2 form
n	 Bank statement that 

includes your full SSN

n	 Any official or 
government document 
that includes your name 
and full SSN

Any two of these are acceptable to verify 
Wyoming residency:
n	 Wyoming vehicle title or 

registration
n	 Residential lease 

agreement
n	 Rent receipt
n	 Utility bill

n	 Property tax assessment
n	 Proof of Wyoming voter 

registration
n	Pay stub
n	Wyoming hunting or 

fishing license

If you have changed your name, or your 
name is different from the name on your 
birth certificate, any one of these is 
acceptable to verify the change:
n	 Certified marriage 

certificate
n	 Divorce decree
n	 Court order approving 

legal name change

n	 Any legal document 
that shows your name 
has changed from what 
appears on your identity 
document
