A $17 million, two-year reha-
bilitation project is in its nal phase,
transforming 3.34 miles of the Inter
state 25/Interstate 90 bypass and U
Highway 16/87 (Main Street) throug
downtown Bu alo. Croell Inc., the
prime contractor, was tasked with
resurfacing, upgrading Americans
with Disabilities Act ramps and cros$
walks, replacing sidewalks and curh
performing minor repairs to the Cleg
Creek Bridge, replacing the Cemete
Creek culvert, and modernizing tra ¢
signals at Hart Street.

Extended School Zone: For enhanced safety, the school zone
on South Main Street has been extended, and a new school
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Interstate highway work zones: Generally, there are no delays or detours. Travel may be narrowed to one lane (on pavement) each way
and involve a reduced speed limit.

Two-lane road projects: Motorists may be required to stop and wait to follow pilot cars. Usually, any delays are limited to 20 minutes or
less and travel is on pavement.

Two-lane road projects: At times, motorists may have to drive on gravel or another temporary surface, typically for two miles or less.
Delays are limited, there are no detours unless specifically noted but there may be a pilot car.

District-wide projects: Various locations, may involve reduced speeds.
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Not every project is listed Due to the unpredictable nature of the construc-
tion process, not all projects are active all the time. In addition, some
short-term projects and smaller projects which disrupt traffic to a lesser
degree are not listed.

Detours will be in place for this portion, Crews
will then move to the I-25 Missile Drive NB on-
ramp. This ramp will be closed for the duration
and detours will be in place. A lane closure on
I-25 northbound from roughly RM 10.56-10.77
and a 14-foot width restriction will be in place,
while crews work near I-25.
