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Construction season off to

early start

warm winter expedited

the return of the Wyoming

Department of Transportation's
construction season earlier than
usual this year, with many contractors
already starting work around the state.

Here's a snapshot of what to expect
this construction season:

District 1 (Southeast
Wyoming): Contractors are picking
up where they le o last construction
season on slab and bridge replacements
along Interstate 80 between Pine
Blu s and Cheyenne. is year's work
focuses on completing the repairs
needed in the westbound lanes. ree
separate bridges will be demolished
and replaced during this phase of
construction work.

Work has also begun on Grand
Avenue in Laramie. is project
consists of milling and paving from
30th Street and Grand Avenue to
the Grand Avenue 1-80 interchange.
Concrete work will occur at 17th
Street and Grand Avenue and at 19th
Street and Grand Avenue, including
replacement of deteriorated concrete
slab joints, curb, and gutter. Concrete
work at 17th and 19th will begin in
the latter part of May, with milling and
paving operations scheduled to start in
the second week of June.

District 2 (Eastern/Central
Wyoming): Work is underway on
the nal phase of reconstruction on
Interstate 25 through Casper between
the west side of Walsh Drive to
Center Street (mile markers 186-188).
e two-year project includes the
reconstruction of both northbound and
southbound bridges over McKinley
Street, new pavement, and the

addition of weave lanes, among other
improvements. Tra c is reduced to one
lane either direction between the west
end of the Walsh Drive overpass and
Center Street, with both lanes shi ed to
the current southbound lanes while the
contractor begins work demolishing
the northbound bridge over McKinley
Street. Drivers should expect to

see reduced speed limits and width
restrictions on the interstate.

District 3 (Southwestern
Wyoming):
